Out of 

the 15 applications that were submitted, only 1 was accepted.  Our 

application was denied.  However, the State Department has encour-

aged us to re-apply for charter status for the 2011-2012 school year. 

 

For the 2010-2011 school year, NHA will remain a private, non-

profit, 501©(3) school, as it is currently. 

 

Over the years, NHA has always had a tuition increase each year.  

For the coming year tuition will be: 

 

 Lower Schoolð$13,500 

 Upper Schoolð$14,500 

 

The Registration fee will be $1,000.  This fee covers the yearbook, computer lab, books, and 

consumable materials. 

 

NHA staff will continue to work closely with other professionals in the Las Vegas/Henderson 

area, such as speech/language & occupational therapists, neurologists, family therapists, child 

psychologists and pediatricians to provide the best possible education for your child.
